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Intimate Care Policy

In line with Child Protection Procedures we would bring to your attention the Intimate Care Policy operating in this school.

At all times, the welfare of the child will be the priority of the staff in the school, however, parents are also reminded that it is not the job of Teachers, Classroom Assistants, or Supervisory Assistants to ‘change’ children who have had a toileting accident. On the occasional occurrence, however, they may do so, having first gained the consent of parents (see below).

If this becomes a persistent or frequent occurrence, then the child’s attendance pattern would have to be examined or arrangements made for the child’s parents/carers to come to the school to change their child.
Intimate Care: In circumstances where a child requires ‘changing’ by a member of staff because of a toileting accident/puberty related problem, or because of an accident at playtime, we will:

1. Have obtained permission from parents to do so.
2. Normally when a child is soiled parents will be contacted; if a parent or emergency contact is not available in a reasonable time frame then staff will assist the child in changing in accordance with school procedures. Wet wipes may be provided to the child to help with cleaning.

3. At all times the child will be encouraged to be independent in changing.

4. Where appropriate, two members of staff will supervise the changing of clothes.

5. Ensure that as much privacy as possible is afforded to the child concerned, having regard to the above child protection measure.

We hope this clarifies the situation for all parties. If you have any queries, please contact the Principal who will be happy to answer your questions.
